Personal Assistance Services (PAS) Facts
1. PAS can only be funded through DORS as a support service to an assessment or a support to a major service on an IPE. 

2. When DORS provides funding for PAS, family financial contribution does not apply.
3. The individual must be referred to all possible comparable benefits; the main programs are listed below.  If eligible for comparable benefits, these benefits may cover all, some or none of the additional costs associated with supporting the IPE.  DORS funding is individually determined considering the unique circumstances and needs of each case.

4. An individual’s assessment or IPE should not be delayed if comparable benefits are not available at the time the service is needed.
5. PAS may be provided through M&T or through vendor authorization.

6. Individuals provided PAS through DORS (either M&T or vendor authorization) are required to submit the PAS Monthly Log (rs-6s) to the DORS counselor on a monthly basis.
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
